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Abstract: 

The Finnish Design tradition has a close contact with Finnish Nature and the simple and functional tradition of living in the countryside. Another trait has been all the time the influence from the East, namely the Russian Karelian decorative tradition. 
Design ideology in Finland is connected both to the modernist functional taste and aesthetic education deriving from it. This ideology emphasizes how in their stability and communication best objects create a basis for a durable product relationship. Also a mythical character connected to handicraft tradition has had a strong influence in design thinking. In addition to functional characteristics the craft tradition emphasizes the soul of the material, making process, and product. 

My own research connected to the Finnish Kansei is described through some theory and examples presenting studies of product experiences conducted through methods connected to different parts of product communication and interaction process. These multidisciplinary approaches include psychological categorization and sorting experiments, semantic discrimination of meaning and anthropological observation and deep interviews. During the last years the execution of participatory innovation camps has applied together these various methods in the collaborative information acquisition or design session with the users. 
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
